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1. Chief scientist established a sampling name methodology. For example, BM530102 code is:

 BM=Brooks McCall; 53=Site name; 01=Rosette replicate per station; 02: Niskin Bottle.  
* All of our samples were derived from the even numbered niskin bottles 

2. Sampled three sites starting at “ground zero”. At source of the spill, we noticed copious amounts of oil on the surface surrounding all sides of the Brooks-McCall.

3. Processed all five depths at each sampling point for VOA, SIP, cell counts, nutrients, and filtered samples for PLFA, DNA, RNA and protein analysis.

4. Five sampling points per station was too much to process, since we need to recruit extra hands to help us filter samples and we still didn’t finish filtering until 1 am.

5. Chief scientist says we will sample four stations tomorrow to continuing tracking the length of plume.  Thus, we have decided to reduce the number of depth to three depths per sampling stations (above the plume, in the plume, and below the plume)
