1km SW of well head.

What are you doing:

CTD casts and samples. Mapping dispersion plume. Going NW for the night.

What are you finding:

Large florometer hit 1 km west of wellhead. Largest hit they have seen in 30 days on site. Plume approximately 1000-1300 meters deep. Deep plume samples have sheen and smell indicating oil. Speculated Enterprise not siphoning oil. Large surface oil increase must back down prior to splashing CTD.
