Today we went back to Elmer’s Island to take sediment samples at the sample location sampled on June 3, 2010. The conditions this week were greatly improved compared to the prior sampling. The water washing up did not contain globs of oil, nor was the beach covered with oil. The oil present was in the form of small dried pebbles on the beach (See picture 2).  We made a few adjustments to Julian’s sampling at low tide because it was high tide when we were sampling. We collected four liters of surface water approximately five meters out from the tide line and maintained them at 4 degrees C. Sediment cores 6AB (A=10cms deep, B=20 cms deep) were taken at the waterline and cores  8AB was taken 1 meter in the water perpendicular to the water line. Cores 1AB were collected 1 meter perpendicular to the water line up the beach. Cores 2A and 3A were sampled 1 and 5 meters away from 1A, parallel to waterline. Samples 4A & 5A were taken 1 meter up the beach from 1A and 3A. Samples 4A & 5A appeared to be noncontaminated sand cores.  We collected some of the small dried pebbles in two 50ml falcon tubes labeled #101.  I also collected two 50ml tubes from with water line labeled #102.

We decided to go to a second location where 2-week-old oil is contained by booms and damned off to prevent oil from heading into the marshes. The water contained a good amount of oil in multiple forms, some of which include giant blobs, floating oil and a heavy sheen on the surface. We collected one liter of surface water approximately five meters out from the waterline. Sediment core 10B (B=20 cms deep) was taken at the waterline and core 9B was taken 1meters away from 10B perpendicular to the water line. Cores 12B was collected less then 15 meters from 10B also on the waterline. Core13B was collected 1 meter into the water from 12B. Finally, core 11B was collected 3 meters from 12B and 15 meters from 9B. We also collected some of the oil blobs in two 50ml falcon tubes labeled #103 and #104. I collected two 50ml tubes of water , one at the water line and a second tube .5 meters from with water line. (see diagram for locations.)
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
