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1. This is sampling day 3 on cruise #7. Sampling occurred in the 5 km halo around the well head, finishing our northwest transect. Five sites were sampled BM83, 84,85,86,87 all having similar CTD out puts. Plume hits around the 1150m depth with smaller plume readings around the 1050m mark. The 1050m depth had DO dips while the stronger hits had relatively flat DO readings. Both depths were sampled along with a near bottom depth below the plume. For all casts we prepared DNA, RNA, protein, and PLFA filters, cell counts, VOA vials, SIP bottles, INT and nutrient bottles with the exception of BM87. No PLFA or Sip bottles were prepared because we ran out of sterivex filters. Instead we used the extra sample water for the protein filter. We learned that dispersants were shut off and on for a 12 hour period overnight between day 1 and 2. Some sites (LISST data indicates BM77, 78 and 79) may have contained undispersed oil.
