On Day 3 of Cruise #9, we completed a total of 5 CTD casts (BM107 thru BM110). We started sampling 2.5km WSW of well. The CTD data for BM107 showed a fluorescence signal from 1080 to 1180 with dual peaks at 1140m and 1160m. Site BM107 also showed a large DO drop centered at 940m. Site BM108 (2.7 km southwest of the wellhead) showed fluorescence signal at 1150m and large DO drop between 930-980. Site BM109 is located 1.2km SW of the wellhead and considered the benchmark site. There was a distinct fluorescence peak at 1120 and a small DO drop at 950m. Site BM110 (5k south west of the wellhead) also showed no fluorescence signal but had a small DO drop at 1020m. Bottle #2 is not in use because it has not been firing properly
