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1. Breakfast (06:00)

2. Prepared sampling supplies for beach sampling later today (Grand Isle)

3. Expanded “OV Processing Methods” document created by Olivia and Eric

4. In the process of uploading pictures from lab camera (internet access down)

5. Picked up by Driver Milton (12:00)

6. Stopped at BP site office to ask about dry ice and FedEx shipping

· Simon Liseki (Peter Collison’s replacement) will get us dry ice tomorrow

· Picked up FedEx labels

· Need to call FedEx tomorrow and ask about dry ice requirements and shipping arrangements

7. Went to Larose to get supplies at Walmart (steel toed rubber boots, blue ice packs, white board, etc.)

8. Went to Grand Isle to try to get water and sediment samples

· Was told at the Command Center at Grand Isle that the oil was 7 miles offshore and advancing at a rate of 2 miles per day

· No oil at Grand Isle, heard there was oil at Elmer’s Island

· Got passes to gain access to Elmer’s Island

· Went to beach at Grand Isle anyways, there were orange booms filled with water bordering the beach, people in plastic suits preparing for the advancing oil

9. Went to Elmer’s Island, but could not get access to the water

· Un-named man told us that we could take pictures, but not sample (his t-shirt read ES&H, an “Environmental services company on the Gulf Coast specializing in emergency response to oil and hazardous materials spills”)

· He said that he would only let us sample if we got clearance from one of three people: Seth Washington, Bill Ellwell, or Dale Smith…spelling?

· Gave us his phone # (985-346-1008), not sure if it is real…he had to look it up

· Situation looked suspicious, there were people in tyvek suits who looked like they had been working, they were tired, but we were told we could not “interview” them

· Pete Carragher (from BP) tried to contact Dale Smith, but we were escorted off of Elmer’s Island by the Sheriff before he could get back to us.

10. Returned to the Ocean Veritas.

11. Dinner (19:00), met Simon Liski, he said he’d have our dry ice tomorrow but did not say when

12. Received voice messages from Paul Lismeyer (828-206-3005), he said he was told to call us

13. Received voice messages from Eric ? from MC 252 Response (832-289-1107), he said he was sent an email about access to Elmer’s Island, he does not know because he is with NOAA, we can call if we want, he’ll be back tomorrow 5:30am

14. Leave port tomorrow (18:00, possible later)

15. Tomorrow’s priority will be to get Eric and Olivia’s samples shipped tomorrow.
