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1. Today we determined the length of the oil plume.  We sampled at five different stations and three depths.  On the last station BM6401, we found the edge of the plume.  The first four samples BM6001, BM6101, BM6201, and BM6301 did not have any big fluorometry spikes.  We collected a total of 15 samples (3 at each station) and prepared DNA, RNA, protein, and PLFA filters, cell counts, VOA vials, SIP bottles, and nutrient bottles
2. We prepare sample data sheets including notes about each of the samples, date collected, sample volume, etc.

3. VOA vials, cell count vials, and 125mL SIP glass bottles were bubble wrapped and placed in a cooler with ice to be shipped to LBNL overnight.  They should arrive June 3, 2010.

4. All DNA, RNA, Protein, and PLFA filters in addition to nutrient sample bottles were packed in dry ice and shipped to LBN L overnight.  They should arrive June 3, 2010
