We woke up this morning to pretty rough seas, and things were getting tossed off shelves.  Our lab equipment and supplies have been bunggie corded down, and secured.   Our set course since last night was to head towards the wellhead, but stay outside of the exclusion zone.  However, a boat had a man-over-board nearby, so the new course is to head towards that area to assist as of 10:00.  
At 1515, we spotted oil plum (Long, Lat) and sampled by throwing buckets into the plume, then pouring the water through sterile Mira cloth over another sterile bucket.  Proceed to process all samples.  The water has much lower biomass, so more filtered quickly.  
At 1830, we stopped at a site where there is not visible sign of oil and took another full suit of background samples.  There was low biomass so the filtering went really quickly.  Sample processing ended at 2030.
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
